CRITERIA:  ANSWERING QUESTIONS FROM THE TEXT OR OTHER SOURCES 










Much of the work students complete in Social Studies 8 involves their ability to communicate ideas in printed format.  Please be aware of the criteria below when answering questions in your notebook.  Complete your work according to the criteria or it may be marked “INC” and you may have to do it again.

1.
All work in class is to be completed in pen unless otherwise directed by the teacher.  A blue or black pen is preferred.

2.
Your work must be neat and readable.  Use “white out” if necessary.  

3.
Respond in complete sentences unless otherwise directed.  

4.
Place the number of the question in the column across from the answer to that question.  

5.
Include an appropriate title at the top of your page.  Usually, it is the chapter title or the title of the reading or worksheet you are using to answer the questions.  Please underline your title.   

6.
Leave two spaces (lines) between each answer so that corrections can be made when we review the questions in class.  

7.
When we review the questions in class, use a different coloured pen to include corrections or additional information.  By using a different colour pen, you will 

know the material you did not include or know the first time you answered the questions.  

8.
It is often helpful to include the question in your answer.  This will help you understand you answers better when you review for your unit tests or final exam:



Question:  Why did the Roman Empire fall?



Answer:  The Roman Empire fell due to both internal and external problems.

Always answer questions on a new piece of paper.  Do not start your answer on the bottom half of another sheet.  
Take pride in your work!!!  If you keep a neat, organized notebook, it will be much more useful when you use it to study.
